Over  the next 5 
days, after  visiting with her , talking with the ICU nurses and physicians, understanding the nature of her  
illness, and seeing with my own eyes the progress she was making  through medical treatment, and hours 
of prayer , my fear  subsided and I  let the peace of Chr ist fill me with relief and yes, joy!   
 
     A few months ago I  received in the mail a little booklet by Max Lucado called, “ Imagine your  L ife 
Without Fear” .   Since most of my life I  have been a person who is rarely fear ful (nor  a worr ier ), I  didn’ t 
see the need to open up, even the first page.  However, the day after  our  daughter ’s ser ious condition was 
revealed, those words leapt off the book cover  at me!  I  heard Jesus speak to my hear t, “ Why are you 
afraid?  Be calm, I  am with Apr il, (she’s My child too) and I  am not going to leave you – ever !”    
 
     The promise of Chr ist is simple:  Fear  may be in the wor ld around you, but it doesn’ t have to fill your 
hear t,  “ Per fect love casts out fear” .   
When we remember that God’s love for  us is constant – complete – and unconditional, we learn to trust 
that the Lord will give us courage to face ANY and EVERY situation that comes our  way.  Jesus doesn’ t 
want us to live in a state of fear  or  worry. Fear  feels dreadful!  I t can suck the life out of your  soul and 
drain you dry of peace &  contentment.
