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CONGREGATION VOTES TO PURSUE BUILDING ADDITION AND 
CONTINUE TO NEGOTIATE PURCHASE OF SCHOOL PROPERTY 

 At our Special Church Conference held February 7 a presentation was made by Jerry Krieg, 
Chair of our Strategic Planning Committee.  He outlined their work so far in developing short and long 
range plans regarding our property and buildings, including a plan for a 2-phase construction on our 
current church campus, as well as our intention to continue to negotiate with Jefferson Schools for the 
building and property across the street.  A question and answer time followed, with several people 
lifting pertinent questions about various aspects of the committee’s preliminary plan. 
 Then Rev. David Scavuzzo, our District Superintendent, spoke, expressing his gratitude to our 
church for being willing to even consider a bold step such as this.  He entertained a motion to act on 
the information the Strategic Planning Committee had presented. 
 Motion #1  To proceed with construction of an education wing as discussed.  To 
continue to pursue the purchase of the former Jefferson Elementary School Property.  Lastly, 
to use the $750,000 loan established for the school property purchase and now the education 
wing, too.  The cost for the education wing and purchase of property will be approximately 1.1 
million dollars.  The motion passed as follows:  63 in favor; 10 not in favor. 
 Discussion was then held regarding our Building Endowment Fund, which is presently at a 
nearly $200,000 balance. The purpose of the Fund is to provide a means for building projects.  It was 
noted that we expect to receive soon approximately $100,000 from a church member’s estate that is 
designated to go to the Building Endowment Fund.  This approximately $300,000 would represent 
nearly the third down in cash that is considered prudent when embarking on a building project such as 
this.  The Building Endowment Fund would still remain in place, and once this project is complete, 
donations could once again be made to it. 
 Motion #2  To use the funds in the Building Endowment Fund for the construction of an 
education wing and towards the purchase of the former Jefferson Elementary School property. 
The motion passed as follows:  65 in favor; 5 not in favor. 
 The next step will be to form a Capital Funds Campaign Committee to secure pledges for 
the second third of the project that would be paid back during a 3-year period.  The last third of 
the amount needed will be secured through a bank loan.  Information on the Capital Campaign 
will be coming your way soon!!

At the time, I  grumbled about having to get up extra ear ly to 
attend these youth group devotions, (glazed donuts and hot chocolate helped) but 
over  time I  came to appreciate and even look forward to the special way I  felt.  Now I  
realize that the Holy Spir it was working inside my hear t and prepar ing me for   the 
future of my life as a Chr istian disciple.   
 
  YES, it is the season of Lent already and instead of letting it go by without much 
change in your  life, why don’ t you &  I  make it a special time of practicing at least 
ONE new way of living for  Jesus.
