In June, Rev. Meredith, Rev. Josh, John King & | were privileged to attend the 41* Annual Conference of the East Ohio
Conference of the United Methodist Church. These Annual Conferences were set up originally by John Wesley & we carry
on that tradition still today. It's a few days to pull away and become involved in great worship and the business of the
Conference (budget-setting, reports of committees, etc.)

The biggest news for us here at Jefferson United Methodist this year was, of course, the appointment of Pastor Josh to
another church. We will miss him & Eileen!

The theme this year was Hope & Healing. The Church, as a whole, and in this Conference is undergoing some changes—
loss of membership, decline in giving, etc. But, there is also room for hope! We do missions exceedingly well and our camp
programs are strong! There are many dedicated pastors and lay people to lead us up and out into the world to become
strong advocates for Jesus! Even though the income for the Conference was down, we were able to pay 100% of our
shared ministry with the general Church (one of 14 Conferences, out of 63, to be able to do so.)

Monday morning, we celebrated the lives of those clergy and clergy spouses who died in the last year. This was followed
by Communion—to over 1500 people. It's amazing to hear that many people sing the hymns and choruses to praise God!
That afternoon, the Bishop led us in a time of repentance for caring too much for things and worries of this world and not
enough on God’s mission. Monday evening, those that were retiring were honored and passed the stole to those being
commissioned-the first step towards Ordination. (73% of our elders—ordained pastors—are over 50 & ¥z of our pastors will
retire in the next 10 years!) Tuesday evening, we celebrated Ordination—those that have answered God'’s call to full-time
service to His Church. Wednesday was a "day apart" where health and wellness were stressed with workshops in the
afternoon and times to walk, jog, or run as groups. Wednesday evening was the Mission Fair for mission groups within the
Conference to share their stories at individual tables. Each morning, we had excellent worship times and in between all of
these special events, business was done!

I'd like to share some favorite quotes from the week:

We have "too many ineffective clergy and apathetic laity." (Conf. Treas. Jessica Vargo) Here, at Jefferson,
we are blessed with very effective clergy, but | will confess to being an apathetic lay person too much of
the time!

We need to "amaze Jesus!" (Dean of the Cabinet—-DS Kurt Landerholm)

We should hang a sign on our church doors that say "Gone out Reaching"—~we need to step out of our
buildings and bring souls to Christ. (West OH Bishop Ough)

"Instead of talking about the church, we should_pray about the church"—every time we’re tempted to
complain. (??)

We shouldn’t be concerned about how many are in the pews, but in how many are brought to Christ. We
also shouldn’t consider church "1 & done"—one hour & out the door. How many of us would leave a sports
event if it went into overtime or extra innings? We shouldn’t be ready to complain if our church service
goes over the one hour we allot to it. (Dist. Supt. Orlando Chaffee)

Jesus sent his Disciples out into the world to "preach, teach, and heal the sick." We've let the latter go to
the professional medical people. We need to reclaim the body as part of the Church responsibility—keep
ourselves healthy and help others to be healthy, too with wellness programs, clinics, etc. (Dr. Scott Morris)

"I don't want to face Jesus some day and be asked ‘What did you do for those not fortunate enough to be
born in this country?™ (Dr. Scott Morris)

I would like to stress that we did not take an offering for the Bishops’ 3 C’s challenge—classrooms in Zimbabwe, clinics in
Liberia and Sierra Leone and churches in Russia. Please donate to this so that we can send it in to the Conference. We
were to take $100 for each member of Annual Conference ($400 for us!)

There were many inspiring moments at Annual Conference this year and | would encourage any of you to attend any of the
meetings or be our church delegate in the future. Thank you for the opportunity to attend again this year.
