DIRECTIONS TO THE SOTKA/RIDER HOME –  SUMMER 
CELEBRATION LOCATION 

Short Cut:  Take Route 46 South to Chappell Rd., Turn right on Chappell, and 
left at the dead end onto Stumpville Rd.  Turn right at the first road, which is 
Hayford.  At the stop sign turn left onto Knowlton and a right into the entry into 
Roaming shores.  Go straight ahed onto Morningstar and wind around the lake 
(which will be on your right side).  Pass a pool and a small cemetery on your 
right and then turn right onto Morningstar (again).  At the third street (Sugar 
Creek), turn right and turn right at the dead end onto Lake Crest Drive.  We are 
the brown ranch with a circular drive and boulders in front, two houses up on 
the left. 
Longer but less confusing directions:  Take Route 46 South to Route 6 
West.  Turn right on Rte. 6 for about 2 miles, and turn right into Roaming 
Shores onto Lake Vue (the street before the bridge).  Lake Vue changes names 
a few times but becomes Morningstar, which winds around the lake (which will 
be on your left).  Turn left onto Lake Crest, and we’re near the end of the street 
on the left in a brown ranch with a circular drive and boulders in front.

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She learned many life lessons from her Grandmother, Bertha Hatten, who mostly raised her as her mother became ill and 
her father traveled extensively.   She tells a cute story that when she was three years old she saw her grandfather down 
the lane on his tractor so she ran to him and he put her on his lap while she took a nap and he continued to drive the 
tractor. Of course grandmother was frantic and scoured the neighborhood, even the cistern for fear she had fallen in!  It 
seems grandpa was teaching grandmother to be more vigilant of her grandchild!  Grandmother was Esther’s roll model 
during her formative years. 
  During her school career she was cheerleader, did acrobatic dancing and was Valedictorian of her graduating 
class of eleven students. (She notes that her father served on the school board which made her feel a little extra special.)  
Esther then chose Ohio State University where she earned a pre med degree.   Soon after college she met Dick Buchan 
on a blind date, were married thirty three years with three beautiful children,  Lynn (Peskoran), Mary (Phil) Spencer, and 
Jim (Lisa) Buchan and are blessed with wonderful grandchildren, Peter, Morgan, Heather, Amy, Greg and Emery (E. J.) 
who are Esther’s pride and joy  She spends one-on-one playing games and sharing special times with each of them.  
During Esther and Dick’s time together they built the Buccaneer Camp site in 1964 on Route 307 West.  Esther was 
always definitely an all around hands on partner sharing in the clearing of the land as well as the business end of the 
campgrounds. 
 Esther’s involvement in the development and growth of the many ministries of the Jefferson Methodist church 
and outside the church is over whelming. This is where I want to share her life long motto given to her by her 
Grandmother Bertha:  “ I f there is something wrong with the church – don’ t leave it – get in there and help fix it.”    
 Esther began with teaching 7-8th graders and continued for 10 yrs, starting before Pastor Rev. Ron. Mowry 
came. During Pastor Mowry’s years Esther wholeheartedly supported building Wesley Hall and improving the Sunday 
School rooms. Because Esther was experiencing a difficult situation in her personal life she ended her marriage to Dick 
Buchan, left the Buccaneer Camp and moved to Erie, Pa.  While living in Erie she met and married a very special 
wonderful man named Dick Bly who had contracted polio in earlier years and eventually the second wave of polio ended 
his life after two years.   Esther then  returned to Jefferson and personally wrote his story “Needed” and had it published. 
Eventually Esther met and married Robert  (Bob) Blevins.  Bob was a friendly social man who even went door to door to 
encourage folks to vote for Esther for village council.  Bob’s health eventually failed and passed with Esther at side.  
Esther had the wonderful support of  care givers, pastors,  family and friends.  She was faithful. 
 
List of accomplishments: League of Women Voters, Spiderweb, computerized listing of members and friends of church, 
organized and printed copies of Bible lesson curriculum , led summer Bible School, served 2 terms on Jefferson Village 
Council, served on four State of Ohio boards in Columbus, organized the Jefferson Recycle Center, started Jefferson 
Play School for 4-5 yr olds,  Girl Scout Leader, created and ran the Buccaneer Camp site “Village Peddler Art and Craft 
Show, served on Administrative Board of church.  And currently recruits workers to help serve for our funeral dinners. 
 
 In closing may I say…Esther is a dreamer and creator of ideas that benefit others. 
She is an avid Bridge player, teaches beginner Bridge, and meets with friends for lunch and Bridge at the Deli once a 
month. Also enjoys her home on Mill Creek Road, jig saw puzzles, is a birder, and always has a smile and warm 
response to all who meet and know her.  She is really a special and amazing lady for all she has accomplished and she is

Because those were depression years her family lived 
with her grandparents on their farm in Delaware.  
Esther participated in all the aspects of farm life both 
with outdoor chores and learning to cook and tend to 
the indoor responsibilities of the household.  Her 
mother received her teaching degree from Ohio 
Wesleyan College and taught school.  Esther says that 
in those days women were either teachers, nurses, or 
homemakers.  Her father was an account appraiser for 
the Louisville Kentucky Bank and started the local 
bank in Delaware.

Philippians 1:19, " for I know that through your prayers and the help given by the Spirit of 
Jesus Christ, what has happened to me will turn out for my deliverance"  
 
This month, we are revisiting verse 19 of Philippians chapter 1. When I first started preaching on 
Philippians, I often said that this letter did not include any quotations from the Old Testament. 
However, I discovered that, while Paul does not directly reference the O.T., he uses a couple 
phrases that are directly taken from certain verses. For example, at the end of verse of 19, there 
is a specific reference to Job 13:14-16, which reads: "14 Why do I put myself in jeopardy and 
take my life in my hands? 15 Though he slay me, yet will I hope in him; I will surely defend my 
ways to his face. 16 Indeed, this will turn out for my deliverance, for no godless man would dare 
come before him!" 
 
In looking at verse 14, the NIV does a poor job of translation. Job asks, looking at a life that has 
been turned upside-down, and asks whether he should cling to what he has left with the bared-
teeth of a dog, or whether he should place his life in his hands, and surrender to the forces 
arrayed against him. His response is that neither response would be correct, because Job has 
realized that his destiny, his future and his life are entirely under the authority of God, and he 
makes one of the strongest statements of faith you can find in the Old Testament, saying that 
even if death comes, He knows that life and deliverance will be the result, because Job can fully 
trust in the Person and Power of God, moment-by-moment. 
 
In Philippians. Paul is in prison, facing a future also fraught with difficulty, and he also makes the 
strong statement of faith that, no matter the result, deliverance will be his ultimate destination 
through the supplying presence of Jesus and the prayers of the church. It©s interesting that the 
word for deliverance that Paul uses is also used for "salvation" throughout the New Testament. 
You may ask... isn©t Paul already saved? I mean, he©s written half the New Testament, and 
preached the Gospel virtually to the known world at the time? 
 
For Job and for Paul, salvation is not a one-time event, it is a moment-by-moment experience. 
Salvation does not consist of one specific decision, but of an unending chain of decisions in the 
same direction. And, that experience and chain of decisions is to lay my life completely at the 
foot of the cross, and live entirely out of the resource of the life of Jesus, flooding my existence. 
Let it be! Save me today, tomorrow and forever, Jesus!
