DIRECTIONS TO THE SOTKA/RIDER HOME – 

WORSHIP ON THE WATER LOCATION 
Short Cut:  Take Route 46 South to Chappell Rd., Turn right on Chappell, and left at the dead end onto 
Stumpville Rd.  Turn right at the first road, which is Hayford (but is often unmarked).  At the stop sign turn 
left onto Knowlton (also unmarked) and a right into the entry into Roaming shores.  Go straight ahed onto 
Morningstar and wind around the lake (which will be on your right side).  Pass a pool and a small cemetery 
on your right and then turn right onto Morningstar (again).  At the third street (Sugar Creek), turn right and 
turn right at the dead end onto Lake Crest Drive.  We are the brown ranch with a circular drive and boulders 
in front, two houses up on the left. 
Longer but less confusing directions:  Take Route 46 South to Route 6 West.  Turn right on Rte. 6 for 
about 2 miles, and turn right into Roaming Shores onto Lake Vue (the street before the bridge).  Lake Vue 
changes names a few times but becomes Morningstar, which winds around the lake (which will be on your 
left).  Turn left onto Lake Crest, and we’re near the end of the street on the left in a brown ranch with a 
circular drive and boulders in front.
