CASTLE, PA. AS AN ONLY CHILD AND SAYS SHE 
WAS A VERY SPOILED ONE!  SHE AND HER 
PARENTS MOVED TO ROCK CREEK, OHIO, TO A 
FAMILY FARM DURING  THE GREAT 
DEPRESSION AND SPENT HER CHILDHOOD  
AND SCHOOL DAYS ATTENDING THE ROCK 
CREEK SCHOOL SYSTEM. 

 AFTER GRADUATION JANE ATTENDED KENT AND HIRAM COLLEGES, EARNING A 
BACHELOR OF EDUCATION DEGREE AND THEN RETURNED TO ROCK CREEK TO TEACH AT 21 
YEARS OF AGE.   SHE HAD WORKED AT CARLISLE’S IN DOWNTOWN ASHTABULA DURING

Phi l i ppi ans 1: 18b- 19,  " Yes,  and I  wi l l  cont i nue t o r ej oi ce,  f or  I  know t hat  
t hr ough your  pr ayer s and t he hel p gi ven by t he Spi r i t  of  Jesus Chr i st ,  what  
has happened t o me wi l l  t ur n out  f or  my del i ver ance. "  
 
Thi s mont h i n my page of  t he newsl et t er ,  I  woul d l i ke t o ask you t o 
consi der  agai n wi t h me some mat er i al  I  wor ked t hr ough i n Phi l i ppi ans a 
coupl e of  year s ago.  I  woul d l i ke t o f ocus i n on one si ngl e phr ase:  " t he 
hel p gi ven by t he Spi r i t  of  Jesus Chr i st . "  
 
As we r ead t hi s passage,  I  t hi nk i t ' s  i mpor t ant  t o ask t he quest i on,  " Who 
or  What  i s t he Spi r i t  of  Jesus Chr i st ?"  Obvi ousl y,  we have a pr et t y good 
i dea who Jesus Chr i st  i s. . .  God t he Son,  Made Man.  But ,  i s Hi s Spi r i t  
di f f er ent  t han Hi s Body? Does He exi st  i n Spi r i t - f or m as wel l ? 
 
As we expl or e t he New Test ament  -  bot h i n t he Gospel s,  Act s,  and Paul ' s 
Let t er s -  we di scover  t hat  t he t er m descr i bi ng t he Spi r i t  as t he " Spi r i t  of  
Chr i st "  or  t he " Spi r i t  of  t he Fat her "  i s a f ami l i ar  one.  For  exampl e,  
consi der  Mat t hew 10: 20,  Romans 8: 9- 11,  Act s 16: 6- 7,  Gal at i ans 4: 6,  
Ephesi ans 2: 21- 22,  3: 14- 17,  1 John 4: 13.  I n l ooki ng at  t hese passages,  you 
may become even mor e conf used. . .  how many di f f er ent  " Spi r i t ' s"  of  God ar e 
t her e? One f or  t he Fat her ? One f or  Hol i ness? One f or  t he Son? 
 
Of  cour se,  we know f r om Scr i pt ur e t hat  t her e i s onl y One God,  and He i s not  
di v i ded,  or  suf f er i ng f r om a per sonal i t y di sor der .  However ,  i t  becomes 
cl ear  i n our  i nt er act i on wi t h t he Wor d,  t hat  God has r eveal ed Hi msel f  t o 
humani t y as Thr ee Per sons and One God,  at  t he same t i me.  A myst i cal  uni t y 
t hat  no human anal ogy can f ul l y expr ess,  but  Thr ee Per sons coet er nal l y,  
coequal l y,  and cosubsi st ut i onal l y God.  And,  we can see t he Uni t y and 
Di ver si t y of  t he Per son of  God cl ear l y expr essed i n t he descr i pt i ons t he 
New Test ament  gi ves us of  t he Wor k and Per son of  t he Hol y Spi r i t .  The Hol y 
Spi r i t ' s  r ol e i s t o br i ng t he Pr esence of  God t o dwel l  i n our  l i ves.  When 
He does t hi s,  He br i ngs us t he Compl et e,  Oneness of  God,  Fat her ,  Son and 
Spi r i t ,  and passages such as Phi l i ppi ans 1: 19 emphasi ze t hi s Tr ut h.  
 
As we cel ebr at e t he season of  Pent ecost ,  we r emember  Pet er  t ur ni ng t o a 
conf used cr owd of  onl ooker s and expl ai ni ng t he event s of  t he day i n Act s 
2: 33,  " Exal t ed t o t he r i ght  hand of  God,  Jesus has r ecei ved f r om t he Fat her  
t he pr omi sed Hol y Spi r i t  and has pour ed out  what  you now see and hear . "  
Pet er  knew t hat  t he Spi r i t ' s  pur pose was t o br i ng hi m t he l i t er al  pr esence 
of  Jesus t o l i ve i nsi de of  hi s body,  mi nd and hear t ,  r e- est abl i shi ng t he 
connect i on t o God t hat  was desi gned f or  humans si nce Genesi s 1- 2.  And,  
Pet er  knew t hi s t r ut h because Jesus had expl ai ned i t  t hor oughl y t o Hi s 
di sci pl es i n John chapt er s 14- 16,  as wel l  as i n Hi s post - r esur r ect i on 
exper i ences.  Just  as t he Spi r i t  br ought  t he Pr esence of  t he Fat her  t o dwel l  
i n Jesus as He became man,  now He br i ngs t he Pr esence of  t he Fat her - i ndwel t  
Jesus t o l i ve i nsi de of  me.  
 
The quest i on now becomes. . .  i s  my l i f e compl et el y r el i ant  and sour ced on 
t he power  of  t he Ri sen and I ndwel l i ng Jesus l i v i ng i n me t hr ough Hi s 
Spi r i t ? Paul  pr esent s t he Spi r i t  as t he onl y sour ce of  l i f e,  j oy and peace 
t hr ough Hi s wor k of  br i ngi ng us t he Per son and Pr esence of  Jesus Chr i st .  
That ' s what  I  want  t o exper i ence t oday,  t omor r ow and al ways!
