Administrative Council Highlights
The Administrative Council met March 12. The following are highlights of topics that are not covered
elsewherein thisissue of the Stained Glass Window.

Concerning the Building Committee, small details on the wing itself are being finished up. The parking lot
and landscaping will be done this spring. We now have $115,000 in reserve and anticipate that we will have a
$300,000 loan on this million dollar project —a very good outcome. Security alarms will be added to the youth
room, the Angels Wing door and the Link Room door. Our entry doors at Wesley Hall and the Parlor entrance
will be replaced. Security cameras will be installed so the office can be aware of who isin the building. These
projects are to be paid from cost savings on the building project.

Trustees have conducted an energy audit to see where heat is being lost, and they will be addressing these
areasto insulate better. WIC will be moving to the old office, so all daily functions will be on the first floor —
another heating savings. Policies on use of the church credit card, closing the church in case of emergency and
use of the building & equipment were approved. Also a Staff-Parish Relations person will be appointed to the
Parsonage Committee.

Jon Roden reported that plans are in progress for teens to attend Y outh Annual Conference in June, as
well as participate in the Christo & Home Mission trips.

Susan Avsec, Staff-Parish Relations Chair, presented the updated Personnel Policy Manual for approval,
which was unanimous. Next, they will be working to update al job descriptions.

Following the discussion, the Finance Committee will be presenting a plan to address a policy enacted in
2010 whereby if there was not enough money received to pay our denominational responsibilitiesin full after
other bills were paid, that Jerry March, Business Manger, is directed to pay at least 10% (atithe) of the offerings
received that month towards those denominational responsibilities. At that time, though, Ad Council did not
address how Jerry was to accomplish this if there was not enough money on hand to pay the tithe. Options are to
pay it by borrowing from reserves or not paying some of our other bills (usually mostly comprised of payroll and
utilities). Finance Committee will report back with arecommendation at our next Administrative Council meeting
in May.
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MARCH 2012 SENIOR PROFILE
EDWARD LLOYD BEHR
On March 16, 1927 Edward LIoyd Behr arrived as thefirst son
in the family of Albert and Ethel Behr in Detroit, Michigan.
Lloyd isvery proud of hisyounger brother, Doug now residing
in Midland, who became a research scientist at Dow Chemical
having attained 36 patents. Doug and his staff invented
plastic including zip lock plastic bags. His parents divorced
when he was four years old, so his mother took the boys and
moved to Caseville, Michigan, a very small town of 400 with
one store and two gas stations skirting the shore of Lake Huron
and Pigeon River. Casevilleisaresort/tourist town where folks
gather to fish and enjoy summer vacations. His mother

remarried and the family grew as twins, Joyce and James arrived. There are ten years between Lloyd and the twins.
Lloyd and his stepfather, whom he loved, spent many days together during his childhood learning to fish, duck hunt, and
trap. He would skip school to trap muskrats so he could sell the pelts.

Surprisingly, Lloyd had little interest in pursuing his school education. He says he did not like school and was
an average student, however he was interested in playing sports and played football on the team of eleven
players....... everybody started he said They had a perfect season he recalls....0 wins, they lost al their games! In high
school, Lloyd played the trumpet in the school band but did not do any singing. He graduated in 1945.....11 days later
was drafted into the army. The war ended while he wasin basic training and he was given orders and sent to Bermuda
where he served for two years as a personal secretary and drove ajeep. In 1947 he was discharged and returned home to
Caseville where he worked construction and brick laying.

Lloyd’'s mother was faithful in taking the family to the Methodist Sunday School every week, making certain the
children were properly dressed in shirts and ties. Back then the girlswore their black patent leather shoes and bowsin
their hair. He was especially fond of his Sunday school teacher, Mrs. Beach whom he had for many years. A revival at
their Methodist church was the place his conversion began. Lloyd went forward during the closing invitation and
prayed, but was not altogether sure of his conversion, so he continued to search and found another revival opportunity to
confirm hisfaith at a camp meeting in Romeo, Michigan where he fully dedicated hislifeto Christ. Soon he felt God
was calling him to attend college but he had a problem with his academic standings because he had not taken his studies
serioudly during his school days. But God had a plan. He applied and was accepted at Olivet Nazarene College in
Kankakee, III. where he achieved great success both academically and musically serving as Junior Class President,
Student Body President senior year, college choir president, graduating in 1952 Suma Cum Laude with all A’sand two
B’s. He continued his education to earn a Dactorate of Education degree from Wayne State University.

Lloyd had definite qualifications for his wife to be, requiring she play the piano and organ and enjoy music as
much as he did. Jean’s brother, Jim, who was a college classmate, set up a date for them to meet which blossomed into
courtship and marriage a year later in June, 1952. Their lifetime together has been filled with 35 years of music ministry
serving in St. Louis, Mo., Detroit, Mi., Dayton and Ashtabula, Ohio. They are proud parents of two children, Daniel
(Cordee) and three grandsons from Mount Vernon, Ohio and Carolyn (Linc) Jerome, grandchildren Grace and Zane of
Jefferson.

Lloyd’s professional career includes teaching high school band and choir, elementary school music, sixth grade
classroom teacher, building principal, then Superintendent of Schools for Norton School District. He then was hired as
Superintendant of Jefferson Area Local School district, along with being minister of music at Ashtabula Nazarene
Church. Jean retired from the Ashtabula County Voed School after teaching for 16 years. Lloyd said that moving to the
Jefferson area was like coming home because of the fishing and hunting opportunities in our area. When we were
finished with his profile he invited me to tour his basement rec room where they have displayed all of his fish and
hunting trophies he has acquired over the years. Life has been an amazing, wonderful journey for LIoyd as he has
answered the call God placed on his life. We are all blessed to have him and Jean members of our church
family!
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
