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Together We Can Keep Predatory Gambling out of the State of Ohio! Vote No on I ssue 3!

Your efforts count. We can keep slot machines and casinos out of Ohio. Here’s what you can do: 1) Pray for our efforts; 2) Volunteer to
help distribute yard signs during the month of October. We need help in every part of our conference to make sure 5000 yard signs are
displayed in church yards and in prominent places (email paulw@eocumc.com to volunteer). You will receive information on a regular
basis to assist you in helping others know why Issue 3 is bad for Ohio. Facts About Gambling: Gambling preys on people who are poor,
luring them with the promise of a life free from financial worries and burdens; If gambling is within 50 miles, the chances of people in your
community becoming addicted increase by 50% (75% if your community is poor); 60% of casino revenues come from gamblers making
less than $25,000 per year; Bankruptcy rates are 100% higher in counties with casinos than in counties without casinos; 4.2 million
Americans are addicted gamblers; Divorce is closely associated with gambling — in one survey, 53.5% of pathological gamblers were
divorced, versus 18.2% for non-gamblers; Significant child neglect has been reported, with 10-17% of children of compulsive gamblers
being abused; An estimated 40% of white collar crime has its roots in gambling; In counties with neighboring casinos, 8.6% of property
crime and 12.6% of violent crimes are caused by casinos — in counties with casinos, the rates are much higher; Suicides in cities with
casinos are 4 times higher than in comparable cities without gambling. The truth of the matter is that gambling hurts families! Protect Ohio
Families — Vote NO on Issue 3. The Apostle Paul reminds us that we are not to create stumbling blocks for our neighbors. Thank you for
your commitment to keep predatory gambling out of Ohio!

The East and West Ohio Conference are working together on this issue and have been working on also stopping
slot machines at the Ohio Race tracks. We will be continuing to work on the issue and to distribute materials to
local churches that they can use with their congregation.

Our vision for this property is more focused and clear than when we started this process. It would
be an important part of our church.

Other ministries and programs would begin or be
enhanced. Possibilities include having showers installed in order to accommodate mission work
teams that come to our area. It could be a temporary shelter to assist other local agencies like the
Red Cross. Fundraisers and dinners could be much larger than we can currently host in this
location. The possibilities are almost endless given that there are four acres of ground there
(remember that we only have 3.5 acres now and that include the one acre we just bought).
